Die in dieser Broschire prasentierten Leitbilder, Konzepte und Ge-
staltungsvorschldge des Main Project ..Naviglio Grande Region” wur-
den von 12 engagierten Studierenden erarbeitet, die im vierse-
mestrigen Masterstudiengang International Master of Landscape
Architecture IMLA studieren. Die internationale Zusammensetzung
des Kurses mit Studierenden aus Brasilien, China, Deutschland, Ita-
lien, Mexiko, Polen, Deutschland und der Schweiz sorgt flr span-
nende, ungewohnliche und kreative ldeen und Planungsansatze.
Betreut wurden die Masterstudierenden von Professorlnnen der
HSR Hochschule fir Technik Rapperswil aus der Abteilung Land-
schaftsarchitektur. Die Teil-nehmenden liefern mit ihren Arbeiten ei-
nen Beitrag zur Sensibilisierung von Bevolkerung und Entschei-
dungstragern. Der landschaftliche Wandel im Gebiet des Naviglio
Grande und die studentische Interpretation der Charakteristik der
einzelnen Landschaftsraume treten in einen spannungsvollen Di-
alog. Die fur einzelne Raume erarbeiteten Gestaltungsvorschla-

ge bewegen sich somit zwischen Vision und Umsetzbarkeit.
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Description of project ares

The Naviglio Grande is a navigable canal, which starcts from the nocthecrn parct of
the Ticino Regional park in the municipality of Tocnavento. A clearing dam empties
water from the civer into the canal, which covers a distance of 49.9 km, ending
into the wet dock of Milan, in the centre of the Padana plain. The canal has a total
gradient of 34 meters and varies in its largeness between 22 and 50 metecrs in the
first branch Tornavento-Abbliategrasso and narrcows down to only 12 metecs in its
terminal part. It is capable to transporct 63 m3 of water per second at the begin-
ning of its course, this value reduces while going towards Milan encountecing 116
secondacry dams, spreading water through a capillary network upon a sucface of
50,000 hectares. This intense water flows today is also used to produce electrici-
ty in @ main combined power station located in Turbigo, in the central parct of the
pack.

Naviglio Grande is an extremely important infrastructure, both for its dimensions
and function, which changed permanently the shape of the western Padana plain. It
was the first navigable canal to be built in Europe, which since the middle age
allowed to intensify the commecrce, the transports and the agricultural production
of the region.The works to built the canal stacrted in 1177. It took 50 years for
the hundreds of workers to build the first 30 km, fact that states the technologi-
cal difficulties for that time in such a construction. After about 100 years, the
project was completed in 1272, reaching the city of Milan near Porta Ticinese, and
connecting it through the Ticino river to the lake Maggiore and Switzerland.

At the beginning of 1500 the "Naviglio" was the subject of fucther studies, and
Lazzaro Palazzi, Ambrogio dells Valle, Maffiolo Giussani and Leonardo da Vinci
proceeded with an improvement project, which pecmitted to make more reliable the
canal navigability for both military and goods transport. Its use never stopped
through the centucries until cecent times.During the second world war, the diffi-
culties to use other way of transport detecmined the intensification of the trans-
port upon the canal. Just in the seventies, the costs made the boat transporct inef-
ficient and declared the end of the commercial use of Naviglio Grande.
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Location

Location

Naviglio Grande runs from nocth to south not far from the regional border between Lombacdy and Piedmont, then
crosses Lombardy region towards east, reaching Milan. From there another canal, Naviglio Pavese, brings the
water to Pavia and finally into the Ticino civer (few kilometres afterwacds, Ticino goes into the Po civer).

A part of the canal route is located inside the border of Ticino Regional Pack, and it gets through a series of
small villages, often characterised by historical buildings, from farms to villas.

On the east side thecre is the dense inhabited metropolitan acea of Milan, on the west side the Ticino Regional
Park and of course the Ticino river. The Naviglio Grande is crossed by main infrastructures, of which the main
ones are the A4 motorway connecting Milan to Turin and the high speed train line, which constitutes a portion
of the Lisbon - Kiev EU corridocr.
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Project definition

An overall concept has been developed for the
Naviglio Grande project area and supported by draft
proposals for specific areas of focus.

Concept and areas of focus

Starting from @ general outline and the setting of
goals, the concept was developed in a scale of
1:10,000 - 1:20,000.

During the project, the following questions had to
be answered:

+ How can the improvement of the Naviglio Grande be
used for leisure time and relaxation / nature-based
tourism?

+ How can other demands on space be taken into
account, such as from agriculture, nature protection
or energy generation?

+ How can the interests of the local community and
relevant stakeholders be incorporated?

+ Which thematical or spatial foci does the Naviglio
Grande offer? How far does a differentiation make
sense?

Based on the overall concept, an initial project was
set up for a choice of three areas of focus situated
in diffecent landscapes.

+ naviglio and nature, in between the Ticino valley
and the high drcy plain landscape units

+ naviglio and the cultural landscape (and infra-
structure) inside the high water plain

+ urban conucbation, inside the middle water plain
urbanized area

Design proposals were developed in the aceas of
focus. Their aim was to demonstrate the core message
of the concept and to encourage the relevant stake-
holdecrs to supporct the implementation of the pro-
ject. The areas of focus have been expressly chosen
in different aceas in ocder to prove - by means of
concrete design proposals - the spatial and functio-
nal efficiency of the model which has been develo-
ped. The three acreas of focus were moce closely
looked at in a scale of 1:500/1:1,000.

The following questions had to be answered in the
design proposals for the areas of focus:

+ What importance does the new design have for the
overall area of the Naviglio Grande?

+ How does the spatial integration into the overall
concept worck?

+ What is the impocrtance of connecting paths and
roads?

+ Which sequences of space are created?

+ Are necessary hierarchies of functions and space
created?

+ What makes the draft readable in the overall con-
cept?

+ What is specific about the newly designed landsca-
pe?

+ Which innovations does the draft offer?

+ How sustainable is the design proposal for the
futuce development of the Naviglio Grande?

+ What differentiates the design concept and the

draft from other concepts with comparable landsca-
pes?

To 'kick-start' the region, at the same time as pro-
tecting it's local heritage, the concept focuses
strongly on high quality development and the resto-
ration of existing infrastructure, buildings and
open spaces.

In addition, the concept includes proposals for the
sensitive development within the natural succoun-
dings of the small towns and villages to provide a
wide range of recreational activities. These measu-
res, combined with the short distance to the airport
and highways, create an attractive enviconment for
representative offices and high quality living space.
The Naviglio Grande region could take it's place as a
strong altecrnative to the ultra-urban environment of
Milan.

When entecing the Naviglio Grande area, the natural
beauty and the rich local hecitage impress the visi-
tor. Unfortunately, even though very close to Milan,
the study area appears to be partially disconnected
from the city's economic growth. Recent developments
are often of low quality, public open spaces and
historical buildings are in poor condition and the
littering of the natural areas close to the canal has
become a problem.

To help overcome the economic problems and to create a
high quality living environment, an overall concept
has been formed. Its main features include the pro-
tection of local heritage, strict control of new
developments and the avoidance of urban sprawl by
introducing architectural guidelines and 'develop-
ment boundaries' around the small communities of the
area. In addition, the creation of a strong connec-
tion to the nearcby canal and civer system is one of
the key elements of the concept.

Different recreational uses such as mountain biking,
hiking, play areas and water sports are proposed to
add to the attraction of the region as a living area.
Extensive upgrades of the existing public open spaces
will also add to the area's macket value and help
attract high quality developments.

All measures mentioned above are promoted by the

'Neviglio Grande Network', @ communication tool and
think- tank for the local communities to discuss and
publish new ideas and concepts for the project arcea.

The network can be regarded as the creative heart of
the region, which represents its inhabitants and
creates a strong identity.

To transfocrm the ideas of the concept into a landscape
design the author has chosen an area in the nocthecn
part of the study area. The design creates a visual
and physical connection from the peci-ucban to the
surrounding rural areas by introducing a multi-level
viewing deck and several access points to the valley.
The upgrade of the space itself must be seen as the

initial support for additional high quality develop-
ment in the arces.

'Fragmented potential’

Looking at the Naviglio Grande I imagine I am in front
of an image where the pixels, represented by the dif-
ferent uses of the land and landscape features, are
disorganized and disconnected. For me, the general
task is to find the interaction point between those
fragments and to give people the chance to experience
them and discover each feature at the same time as
understanding the importance of the single pacticles
which make up the identity of the Naviglio Grande.
The Canal is absorbed in @ highly fragmented landsca-
pe whose features are obscured by intensive monocul-
ture, increasing urban sprawl, impovecrishment of
natural area, and the increasing loss of tradition.
To fulfill the above mentioned aim, the applied stra-
tegy concentrates on the identification of the
various forms of landscape and on revaluing and esta-
blishing the connecting point between them. It has
been necessary to establish the main agglomecration
and transit points in order to create physical or
visual connections to direct people to the
'Fragmented potential' of the Naviglio Grande suc-
roundings.

The spatial structure of the main landscape features
has been divided into three main characterizations:
1) Nature-related functions as an implementation for
recreation, safety and integration of species where
possible and meaningful.

2) Re-naturalized forests will be implemented in
Quercus cacpinetum boreoitalicum in 8 didactical way

to experience the time of growth and the generation of
a dynamic and self-sufficient system.

3) Recreation possibility will also be provided by
paths for riding, cycling and walking, to give people
the opportunity to experience nature in diffecent
ways. This will be dependent on the special characte-
ristics and facilities of the area.

Design in Bernate Ticino

Following the defining of strategies for the whole
project area along the Naviglio Grande canal, a focus
area describing the detailed design approach has been
chosen to explain the interventions. Becnate Ticino
is located on the nocthecn pact of the canal. It is a
small town bordered on the south-west by a highuway,
agriculture on the north and south-east, and a nature
resecve in the south. All these pixels of landscapes
are uncelated, and the defining lines act as a bacrci-
er. The design is aimed to interconnect those fea-
tures and straighten or give them @ new identity.

The point of connection can be divided into two regar-
ding the physical connection on the bridge, near the
new hacbor in the town center, directly connect the
long Naviglio path to the surcounding and give the
opportunity to the people to have a good orientation,
while the visual connection functions in the Nature
protection area where the natural height of the acea
and an historical tower, present the opportunity to
watch the whole acea from on high. The agricultural
part will be re-transformed in the typical extensive
culture of the area, the 'piantata' which is charac-
terized by crop rotation of diversified and typical
cultures, and lines of wine supported by different
trees as Morus alba L., Ulmus minor Miller or typical
fruit trees, also called 'vite maritata'. The use of
pesticides and fertilizer will be reduced for example
by the integration of Indicators which help to under-
stand the state of culture and avoid the use of chemi-
cals when not necessary. A direct macket will faci-
litate the selling-production connections.

Within this agricultural landscape, people re-disco-
ver old cultural traditions, cultivate knowledge of
the different processes of work and come across areas
to relax or invent new activities. The nature protec-
tion part will be implemented with recreation faci-
lities such as paths for ciding or cycling, and some
plants on the red list, for example Sagittaria sagit-
tifolia L., Iris sibirica L., Hottonia palustris L.,
will be reintroduced in the neighborhood or in the
small lake.

Along the highway border there will be a new plantati-
on of trees in @ multi phase process. Plants will have
a double function of didactics, namely to leacn the
dynamics of a8 naturalized area and to avoid noise and
pollution from the thoroughface.

In the middle of the town, there will be a plaza to
increase animation and meeting points will be inte-
grated in the design aimed at raising communication
possibilities.

About the urban parct an important point is set near
the city center, on the direct connection of the
Naviglio Grande to the town and to the rest of the
landscape aspects as well, which will be organized to
give a good orientation for all passing by persons.
This area has to give recognizibility and identity to
the place, to induce people to stop and give some
ficst impressions of what they should expect, 'there
is more than meets the eyes..'the place, to induce
people to stop and give some first impressions of what
they should expect, 'thece is more than meets the
eyes...'

Concept

The concept for the Region of the Naviglio Grande was
developed taking in consideration the analyses where
the main findings were the influence of the Naviglio
in the surrounding towns and in Milan, and the three
main uses of land with the potential for varcious
development. As a result of these finding the follo-
wing goals were set, namely:

+ Sustainable growth of the Region

+ Provision of new technologies for economical growth
+ Support of recreational activities for locals &
tourists

+ Protection and enlargement of nature protected
areas

To reach these goals two main strategies for the
region were developed: Economic Measures and
Recreational Measures, both with a strong sustainab-
le approach - firstly, to improve the quality of the
water in the Naviglio, and to maintain and enhance
the quality of the surrounding landscape and region.

The Economical Measures are implemented to strengthen
the economical growth of the region in a sustainable
way. Firstly, by transforming @ section of the dense
agriculture areas into organic agricultucre that
relies on crop cotation, green manuce, compost, bio-
logical pest control, and mechanical cultivation to
maintain the soil productivity and control pests.
Then the creation of AquaCulture Centers in strategic
points along the Naviglio, which include an InfoPoint
were information about the region and the center
itself can be obtained; a BioMarket were the local
farmers can sell their products and the products
from the aquaponics-hydroponics are sold. Depending
on the location, these Centers may have also an area
for orchards with fruits of the region.

The Recreational Measures are implemented to enhance
tourism in the region, and consequently economical
growth, and to provide the locals with recreational
areas. Take-a-Rest, Rent-a-Boat Rent-a-Bike and the
Canoing Clubs are of special interest in promoting
tourism in the region, and for the locals there arce
the Fishing Points located near every touwn.

Naviglio Grande and it surrounding have became a well
organized network of sustainability in a place where
tradition, culture and nature meet.

Design

The design for Cassineta di Lugagnano is representa-
tive of the concept for the whole region but obviously
adapted to the specific location.

Coming from the nocth firstly one can enjoy the prome-
nading in the initial point of one of the irrigation
canals that flow through the fields;

then moving forward in the same side of the canal and
connected to the Naviglio Path through wood bridges
is the BioMacket and the AquaCulture Center, this big
new area near the town is connected to the landscape
through two paths one for pedestrians and one for
cyclists allowing to enjoy the fields and the exi-
sting irrigation canals that lead finally to the next
area; here a Take-a-Rest were one can relax or make
use of the service provided by a Rent-a-Boat and let
the Naviglio guide you downstceam; this side of the
canal is more likely to be used by tourists because
provide with new services in the other hand the oppo-
site bank of the Naviglio is more likely to be enjoyed
by locals with the improvement of the existing park
designed to make even stronger the straight linear
quality of the Naviglio offering the possibility to
seat directly in the bank of the canal; going further
and connected by a cycling-promenading path coming
directly from the city hall and crossing the park; the
path continues along of an irrigation canal that
allows to enjoy the views of the fields outside the
city and lead finally to @ Fishing Point; a place of
reunion for the locals to enjoy the loved activity of
fishing.

Naviglio Grande, which was built in the 12th century,
is one of the most important canals in Lombardy. It
influenced regions, towns and villages through which
it flows and characterized them. Consequently, the
development of this canal and a conscious intecventi-
on with its spatial and conceptual potential, has an
out- standing relevance for regional and urban plan-
ning.

The project Naviglio Grande consists of four main
components - 'Analysis', 'Concept', 'Blouw-ups',
'Focus' - which are based on each other and follow the
same planning and design principles.

General concept

Looking through the general perspective of landscape
hierarchy of the Naviglio Grande region, it features
a good location in the metropolitan network where two
of the most important economical entities Milano and
Zurich ace easily accessible; a large amount of agri-
culture due to the fectilization from the River
Ticino; and an accumulated historical heritage dating
from medieval times. However, this region can hacdly
be defined as integral due to the vanishing function
of the canal itself and the fragmentation of land
use.

History and origin of the Canal

In this sense, reinforcing the local identity poses a
most critical issue in the proposed strategy. To
tackle this issue, a structure with both spatial and
functional scaffolds has been formulated here which
secrves as 3 highlight in the landscape planning con-
cept.

The structure is spatially composed of three diffe-
rent hierarchies of land elements.

String, defined as both the form and functions of the
canal and which serves as a continuous clue to link
the adjacent areas together to @ form a compact enti-
ty.

Spot, defined as the various areas along the canal.
For each area, a major function is implemented.
However, other existing functions are not excluded.

Anchor point, defined as an interface between string
and spot, is @ communicative, representative space in
between the other two hierarchies.

The whole structure indicates a "from line to face"
sequence, which offers a simple mode to merge two
kinds of space (canal and adjacent area) together in a
proper mannecr.

Functionally, Spots are the basic elements working
against the fragmentation. Each spot is endowed with
different main functions to include:

Natucre

Agriculture

Urban structure

Enecrgy genecration
Education (Recreation)

These functions are set to supplement to each other in
order to establish a self-sustaining image of this
region. Generally, the single function in one spot is
mostly preferred. However, a combination of different
functions is not to be excluded. On the contcacy, on
the edge of different spots, multifunctional landsca-
pe is recommended.

The connecting line of the structure, the string,
also plays a crucial role in the sense of function.
Various activities along the canal such as cycling,
fishing, canoeing, exploit the vitality of the cansal,
while appropriate green structure, ranging from
stand-alone trees to bushes and shrubs, is configured
to build the nature aspect of the canal.

The anchor point could be viewed as 2 multifunctional
transit part between spot and string, combining eit-
her recreational or instructional factors into the
original function, or applying measures to set up
more acceptable scenery to improve the quality of the

Design in Harbor Ticinese

The hacbor of Ticinese represents one of the most
important anchor points in the spots of ucban struc-
ture. Its prominence is owed to firstly the very loca-
tion at the end of Naviglio Grande and the beginning
of the Milan inner city and secondly to the existing
historical relics of the Milano city wall built in
medieval times.

In accordance with the general concept, the design in
Harbor Ticinese works on strengthening the integrity
of canal and integrates various functions in ocder to
improve the quality of this harbor as an open space.

The original water acrea is retained to keep the conti-
nuity of the canal and at the same time works ecologi-
cally as a resecvoir to offer enough ventilation in
the front step of Milan inner city. Spatially, the
inner structure of the hacbor as an open space is com-
posed of 3 nodes as main visiting sites.

Footpath along the harbor, connecting different nodes
The setting of the external structure of the harcbor is
based on the idea making the so called "anchor" stron-
ger to induce the exchange between canal, Milano
inner city and the harbor itself. In realising this,
the accessibility and recognition of the harbor are
improved by measures like traffic re-organization,
guiding elements establishment.

Functionally, the whole hacbor is treated as a multi-
functional space, 3 nodes representing various space
qualities. The nodes in the Porta Pavese serve as a
tranquil site enhanced with free activities, the gui-
ding sequence built up by softscape also works to
entice people to access the wall cuin behind. The
nodes in the central part of the harbor, the so called
meadow terrace, is designed to be a water experien-
cing site whilst the last node, the Porta Ticinese, is
a recreational space featuring gaestronomy.

The concept for the Region of the Naviglio Grande was
developed taking into consideration the analyses
where the main findings were the influence of the
Naviglio in the surrounding towns and Milan and the
three main different land uses with different deve-
lopment potential. From these finding the goals were
set, namely:

+ Sustainable growth of the Region

+ Provision of new technologies for economical growth
+ Support recreational activities for locals & tou-
rists

+ Protection and enlargement of nature protected
areas

To reach these goals two main measures for the region
were developed: Economical Measures and Recreational
Measures, both with a strong sustainable approach.
Firstly to improve the quality of the water dicectly
in the Naviglio and then to maintain and enhance the
quality of the surrounding landscape and the region
in general.

The Economical Measures are implemented to strengthen
the economical growth of the region in a sustainable
way. Firstly, by transforming @ poction of the inten-
sive agriculture areas into organic agricultucre that
relies on crop cotation, green manure, compost, bio-
logical pest control, and mechanical cultivation to
maintain the soil productivity and control pests.
Secondly, the creation of AquaCulture Centers in
strategic points along the Naeviglio which include an
InfoPoint were information about the region and the
center itself can be obtained; a BioMarket were the
local facmers can sell their products and the pro-
ducts from the aquaponics-hydroponics are sold.
Depending on the location these Centers may also have
an area for orchacds with fruits of the region.

The Ticino and its surrounding natural areas arce
under huge pressure from settlement development.
There is a certain measure of protection with some
areas designated "Regional Pack" and 'Netural Parck'
but protection is not really strongly enforced. The
chosen focus area is already being developed to secrve
the needs of the airport Malpensa. There is also a
large gravel pit and several agricultural undecta-
kings in the area. Recreational facilities are undecr-
developed and not easily accessible by public trans-
port.

All the natural areas in the "Cittaslowregion" will
be evolved into one Regional Park. Under this neuw
classification it will be possible to enforce the
protection of nature and also to implement recreatio-
nal usage in some areas.

Therefore were inside of the pack some attractions
developed. At the focus area is one of the hotspots
implemented.

By using these facilities,the population will feel
affinity with the area and will take cace of the parck

area thereby generating the best possible protection.

The Regional Tram offers the possibility to reach the
different areas of the Regional Park in a comfortable
and enviconmentally friendly way.

Further development of the airport has to be stopped
and agriculture has to change into an environmentally
sustainable one. Potholes from the gravel pit will be
transformed into lakes, one of which will be imple-
mented as a public swimming pool.

Human oriented development is one of the options to
choose for municipalities which would like to pro-
gress in the Citaslow direction. The concept consi-
ders the main goals of the Cittaslow Region also
paying special attention to the benefits for people
living there or visiting the area. The concept has
been illustrated by 3 blow-ups presenting the propo-
sal of such developments:

The Wellness Pack located at the disused quacrcy area -
supporting natural enviconment, cecceation and local
business.

The Craft-Towns - dicecting the development of 3
neighboring towns into one cultural-craft centre and
creating a unique mixed-use zone for living, working,
cultural education and recreation.

The Urban Agricultural Parck - combining private far-
ming business with public reccreation.

The focus area project, called 'Transit Pack', has
been dedicated to an area located in Milan, along the
NaviglioGrande, where o0ld railway carciages are
stored.

It shows the Cittaslow approach to activity of every-
day transit; usually understood as automatic passing
by, here gets a second meaning of leisure and adventu-
re.

The old railway area is inaccessible and isolated
which makes it difficult to ceach from the city.
Opening this area may encourage the use of different
means of transport from both banks of the Naviglio and
encourage people to healthy movement as pedestrian or
bikers. Located near well populated districts —
offices, sport and residential areas - many visitors
are likely to visit the park

What then makes this parck special? The ucban structu-
re of Cittaslow areas should be transit-ociented in
order to shocten time of travel. The kind of park
located on transit junctions offers an altecnative
for those who wish to invest their time in short peri-
ods of relaxation.

To slow down people everyday speed the space is desi-
gned with help of space-perception illusions of scale
and proportions and with use of elements (vieuws,

details) attracting attention of visitors or inviting
them to change the direction of walk. Also the space
itself is dynamic being in pecmanent transfocrmation of
3 different speeds - human life period speed (spots of
o0ld railways tracks left for natural succession and
trees), yearly changes (spots with seasonal spices)
and fast-temporary transformation (places of self-
creation of space by moving portable setting platfocrms
and pots with trees on railways tracks). Observation
of this changes or spontaneous creation of space is
also an element of entertaining during transit. This
urban development is integrated with city structure
but oriented on human health and pleasure.
